His return (2 Peter 3:3-4; Matthew 24:48-49). JESUS will come unexpectedly 

(Matthew 25:13) punishing evil doers (2 Thessolanians 2:7-8) who are naked 
(Revelations 6:16-17) and gathering the true to HIMSELF (1 Thessolanians 4:13-
18).
