HIS testing by suffering; frankincense of the fragrance of HIS life to GOD; absence
of leaven, HIS character as “The Truth;” absence of honey—HIS life was not mere

natural sweetness which may exist apart from GOD; oil mingled, Christ as born of
the Spirit; oil upon, Christ baptized with the Spirit.
