Striking Facts: 12. This is the first of 21 unsuccessful attempts on the life of 
JESUS which marks the enmity of satan and his desire to cut HIM off before 
His appointed work could be done. That enmity was manifested in Old 
Testament times against the royal line, and now that CHRIST’s sacrifice has 
been made, it is shown in the blinding of the hearts of men lest they see HIM 

as their SAVIOR, and against “Believers in CHRIST” that their testimony for 
HIM might be hindered. See 2 Timothy 4:3-4.
